After the closing date, the 10 shortlisted finalists from each category will be
required to post their entry to ICHF Events (we will provide you with a deadline date).

A special ‘'Sew Your Style' exhibit of all the finalists will be displayed for visitors
to admire at a future show to be announced.

The top 10 shortlisted entries will be judged on the first day of the show on and
announcd via social media after the judging has finished. Awards will be given
for ast, 2nd and 3rd in each of the categories plus an overall Judges Choice.
While judging takes place, there will be no access to the area.

The winners' garments will be shown on the Sewing for Pleasure Catwalk on
the Sunday of the show in the afternoon, and garments can be collected after the
show on Sunday from The Sew Your Style exhibit stand.
